• Monday: Group arrive Barcelona Airport late afternoon; 
collected & transferred to Parador overlooking magnificent 
lake.  Settle in/swim in beautiful pool, then Briefing before 
dinner. 

• Tuesday: Teambuilding tasks & activities all day; two hour 
break midday to swim/cool off/lunch. 

• Wednesday: Teambuilding tasks & activities all morning.  
Break to swim/cool off/lunch followed by Briefing for Big 
Challenge during afternoon.  Grand Finale followed by gentle 
canoe journey (to finish off) to investigate church tower 
emerging from the lake!  Evening, Grand Dinner to celebrate! 

• Thursday:  Group transported back to Barcelona      Airport 
for journey home to UK. 

Our clients in this programme sought in-depth reviewing of each activity, reviews of the day in 
the evening and then a big review to sum up the complete experience; these were all facilitated 
by JSI International. 

The cost of this programme was around £300 per person which included all transport in Spain, 
provision of minibuses, two very full days of activities with course facilitators and equipment.  It 
did not include air flights (easyJet were the chosen provider), personal travel insurance, hotel 
accommodation or food.  It is worth noting that the latter, however, is significantly cheaper in 
Spain than the UK!
